PROFESSIONAL BIO
I was born and raised in Reno, Nevada. I always had an interest in both electronics and film and television production. While attending the University of Nevada to get degrees in Electronics and Business Management, I got a job as a technician with the campus Public Radio Station KUNR. At the time they were just starting to put together the new Public Television station KNPB which was also located at the college. I went to work there and immediately after graduation came on full time as an engineer. Working at KNPB I was mentored and learned quite a bit about television engineering from the chief there Tom Werner. I also gained experience in almost every area of production as all pledge drives and other productions were crewed from the staff and volunteers. I settled down and got married.

Seeking to expand my horizons professionally and looking for a place where I could waterski year round I moved to sunny Florida and WCEU TV which is part of Daytona Beach Community College. I started as a broadcast engineer and when the opportunity presented itself I took on the additional responsibility of managing the operations department which was a new combination of master control and traffic under engineering. During that period we moved into a new facility and transitioned from analog to digital and began multistream broadcasting all with the same amount of staff. We did this through integrating automation, servers and edge devices, along with implementing cross training for the traffic, master control and engineers. As an engineer I was intimately involved with the specification, design, installation, training and operation of the new plant, equipment and systems.

At the same time I still had an interest in production but my role in the station with that regard was primarily limited by my available time and my contributions were on the technical support side. To satisfy my urge to create and produce I began my own small production company on the side “LiquidVista” which allowed me to shoot, edit and produce on my own time. While truly a small “micro” business run out of my home, in that capacity I have produced wedding videos, television commercials, fishing shows, sports shows, and exercise instructionals. I have had the fortune to have a few of my shows aired locally, nationally and internationally. I am primarily self taught with regard to editing and DVD authoring and I have utilized free classes at the college to gain knowledge of graphics software and programming.

When a shift occurred in the station that tied our mission more closely to the college, the Director of Production became the general manager. This presented me with a new opportunity; to become the Production Manager. I am still learning and growing in this role, both as a manager and as a production person. Our department has doubled in size and continues to grow utilizing part timers as we work to expand our amount of local production and integrate new equipment and technologies into our workflow. I face many challenges in getting myself, my staff and other station personnel trained on these new items. At the same time we must teach students who are used as our crew and work with volunteers and outside paid professionals to continue to create live and live to tape programs multiple times during the week. For a small station we produce quite a bit: two live call-in shows weekly, two educational shows monthly, local interest and election shows every couple of months, college and local sports franchise team wrap up shows weekly during their seasons and both live and live to tape musical performance shows. We currently have three series in production in conjunction with local producers that will be going into the national schedule. We are looking forward to expanding production into online and handheld content and bringing more revenue producing work into the station.
